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Guidance for Applications for Market Stall Presentations.
Calls Open: Monday 1st March 2010

Entries Close: Friday 30th April 2010

 If you would like to share new, novel and/or hints for innovative and contemporary practice developments; you may wish to run a market stall event on Saturday afternoon. The delivery of a market place attracts an honorarium. Guidance for submission follows. 
GUIDANCE FOR MARKET STALL 
Write an outline of your plan for a market stall which is between 150 and 250 words and please use the following headings:

Title: A brief title (maximum 10 words)

Aims of the Session: what message do you want to share with people and why is it important?

Learning Objectives for Participants: List up to 3 learning objectives for the session (e.g. what do you what people to take away from this session?)

Plan of Delivery: How do you plan to present your session? Will there be time for any participant interaction and if so what will this involve?
Resources Required: Will you need a laptop for a presentation?

Please Consider the Following
The market place is an opportunity for those with innovative practice, or special knowledge of particular area of mental health pharmacy practice, to share their knowledge and experiences with others. It is equally an opportunity for those attending the market place to be able to discuss this practice/knowledge with someone experienced in a particular field and stimulate questioning and debate in an appropriate forum.

The market place is a collection of leaders each hosting one of up to 12 tables in a large conference room. Each leader prepares a presentation/talk which is repeated six times (3 x 20 minutes in the first session and 3 x 20 minutes in the second session following a short comfort break).

Handouts – it is useful for those attending the table to be able to make notes and have an ‘aide memoire’ of the session. Included in the handouts should be the contact details of the person leading the table for any post-conference follow-up. You will need to bring about 50 copies of the handout.

Instructions if Successful
1. The market place table leader will be allocated a table number which will be displayed on boards outside and inside the room.

2. The table leader should be at the table at least ten minutes before the first session to organise any audio-visual needs and place handouts etc. (Remember to bring water to the table for yourself).

3. A session will run for 20 minutes and will be repeated 5 times, giving a total of 6 x 20 minute sessions. There will be a short comfort break after the first 3 sessions are complete.

4. The ‘presentation’ aspect of the session should last no longer than 5 to 7 minutes to allow plenty of time for questions and debate within the group.

Honoraria

Those running a market place table will receive an honorarium of £100 per table.

· Applications must be submitted as an email attachment in a Windows version of Word and formatted as outlined below.

· Please note that two copies of your abstract are required – one full version and one to be anonymised (names, place of work and any identifying information removed from the application).

· Your application file names should follow the following format:

· Full application version - Surname Initial.doc e.g. Jones J.doc 

· Anonymised - ANON Surname Initial.doc e.g. ANON Jones J.doc

· All applicants will be informed of the adjudicating committee’s decision by 30th June 2010
· The adjudication committee reserve the right to suggest the session could be run as a workshop
Application format 
· Applications must be typed in 12 point Tahoma font (or equivalent) in a single column and fit on a single side of A4 (including tables and references).
· Tables and references should be typed in 10 point.

· There should be a maximum of two references.
· The word count for the application is between 150 and 200words.
· The word count does not include the title, authors’ details or references.
Application Review Process
· Judging criteria for workshop and market stall applications will be: 

· The innovative or contemporary nature of the topic
· The relevance of the learning objectives to the topic
· Are there implications for practice, research and/or policy which need to be shared?

· Is there opportunity for participant interaction?
· Applications will be sent to Adjudicating Committee members who will meet in mid June 2010 to consider applications.

· Receipt of applications will be confirmed by email and authors will receive notification of the committee's decision by 30th June 2010.
